Scholarship Guidelines:
1. The trip must be a first-time foreign mission experience.
2. The trip must be with a group, not an individual experience.

3. The trip must be sponsored by an organization which Indian Springs Holiness Camp Meeting supports
and/or endorses.

4. The applicant must subscribe to the theological doctrine of Indian Spring Holiness Camp Meeting.

5. The application process must be received by the IS Missions Committee no later than January 1, 2020.
6. The applicant must have attended Indian Springs Holiness Camp Meeting for at least one camp.

7. The applicant must have a reference from a pastor, a youth pastor or an Indian Springs Board Member.
8. The applicant must write a short summary after the trip and submit it to the Board.

9. The applicant must be willing to share a short testimony with the camp at next summer’s camp.

10. The scholarship check will be sent to the sponsoring organization.

11. If the trip is cancelled for any reason, the funds will be returned to Indian Springs Camp Meeting.
